Large Group, Preschool (3-5s)

The Early Church
Bible Story Focus: I can love others.
The Early Church • Acts 2:42-47
Memory Verse: “God’s way is perfect.” 2 Samuel 22:31, NIrV

Key Question: When are you your best?
Bottom Line: I’m my best when I do things God’s way.
Basic Truth: God made me.
Gather children for a Large Group time that includes interactive worship, the introductory sketch, and the Bible story. 

Worship: Inviting People to Respond to God
Engage kids’ hearts through dynamic and interactive worship in a Large Group setting.

A Worship Leader and live instruments are recommended to sing along with the music tracks. Encourage children to be active during worship by incorporating the appropriate hand motions. 

What You Need: Paperclip “Memory Verse Card” in your Bible at 2 Samuel 22:31. You will also need a CD player and the worship songs “Everybody Sing” and “Always,” which are included in your AMPED preschool files. The dance moves videos of these songs are also available in the AMPED preschool files.

WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello, hello, friends. I can’t wait to sing with you. But first tell me: When are you your best?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I’m my best when I do things God’s way.”
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! [Bottom Line] I’m my best when I do things God’s way. You got it! God made us and wants what’s best for us. Not only did God make us, but He also made our moms and dads. He made our grandmas and grandpas. He made everyone and everything. That makes me want to sing!
(Lead children in singing “Everybody Sing.”)
WORSHIP LEADER: “Wonderful singing, my friends! God made everything. He made you and wants the best for you. When are you your best?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I’m my best when I do things God’s way.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes indeed, [Bottom Line] I’m my best when I do things God’s way. Who can help me remember what we do next? We sang our first song. What do we do now? (Pause.) Yes! We say our memory verse. Are you ready to say it with me? God’s way (point both hands up) is perfect (two thumbs up), 2 Samuel 22:31. (Open your hands like a book.) Let’s do it again.”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God’s way (point both hands up) is perfect (two thumbs up), 2 Samuel 22:31.” (Open your hands like a book.) (Repeat several times.)

WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! You’ve got it totally memorized now! Way to go! God’s way is perfect. And God sent His Son, Jesus, to be our friend forever. Jesus wants to be our friend, and He will never stop loving us. Jesus loves us always. Hey! I have a song about that. Let’s sing it.
(Lead children in singing “Always.”)
“So great! Jesus loves us. God loves us. God made us and wants the best for us. Remind me one more time: When are you your best?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I’m my best when I do things God’s way.”

Story: Communicating God’s Truth in Engaging Ways  

Engage kids’ hearts through a dynamic and interactive Bible story and prayer experience in a Large Group setting.

Choose an adult or teenager who relates well to preschoolers to tell the Introductory Sketch. If possible, use the same person for the entire week. 

Choose an engaging adult to tell the Bible story. This person should be able to command the attention of preschoolers and control the group through animated storytelling. These scripts are written to be “told” and not “read.” Advanced preparation is necessary.

Introductory Sketch

What You Need: Scooter from the previous weeks; a table; and a backpack containing: a clear jar 2/3 full of nuts, a clear jar 2/3 full of screws, a clear jar 2/3 full of bolts, 3 empty jars of the same size, and a screwdriver 
NOTE: You should have six jars total: three that are partially full and three that are empty. You will leave the three empty jars in the backpack during the Intro Sketch. They are not needed until the Bible story.

(Host enters riding the scooter while wearing the backpack with the jars/ screwdriver.)
HOST: “Okay, let’s see what we have here.
(Lay the scooter on the table. Pull the three jars of nuts, bolts, and screws out of the backpack and place them beside the scooter. Leave the empty jars in the backpack.) 
“Whew, there sure is a lot of stuff to take care of when it comes to having a scooter. I know I need to check out everything before I ride it. But really, who wants to waste time working on a scooter when you could be RIDING a scooter?
(Pick up the scooter from the table, hop on, and look off into the “distance.”)

“All I really want to do is scoot around on my scooter. 
(Bend like you’re going down a hill.)

“I want to fly down hills. 
(Lean like you’re taking a corner.)

“And I want to whip around corners and zip down the street and wave to all my friends like this. (Wave.) What’s up, friends? Just thinking about it gets me super excited! It gets me AMPED!
“But I’m learning that to do all those fun things on my scooter, I have to take care of it too. (Lay scooter back on the table and pick up the screwdriver.) Today I’m checking out all the nuts, bolts, and screws that hold my scooter together. I mean, it would be pretty bad if I was flying down a hill and a screw came loose!
(Pretend to tighten a screw.)

“Looks like I caught that one just in time. I guess taking care of this scooter is a good idea. (Check around the scooter.) Looks like everything else is in working order. And I still have time to head outside to catch some corners. Yay! Check you guys later.”
Host exits on his scooter, leaving the jars and the backpack behind on the table. Storyteller enters with the Bible and one larger empty jar.
Bible Story

Videos are available in the AMPED preschool files.

What You Need: A Bible, the jars from the Intro Sketch, and 1 large empty jar (this jar should be larger than the others)
STORYTELLER: (Set the large empty jar in the center of the table.) “Hey, everyone! I’m so glad to see everyone. Are you AMPED to be here today? If so, say ‘Oh, yeah!’”
CHILDREN: “Oh, yeah!”

STORYTELLER: “Awesome! I have an incredible TRUE story to tell you from the Bible about a very special group of people. This group of people lived a long, long time ago, and they were special because they loved God and wanted to do things the best way, which is God’s way!
(Push the three jars on the table over to the right. Pull out the empty jars from the backpack, and place them on the left side of the table.)
“Some of these people didn’t have a lot of money, clothes, or food. (Point to the jars on the right.) They had just enough for themselves and their families to live on.  

“Then there were some people who didn’t have enough. (Point to the empty jars on the left.) They needed food, clothes, and money. They needed help.
“Remember the people who had a little? (Point to the jars on the right.) They loved God and wanted to do things God’s way. They knew God loves everyone the same, which is a lot! 
(Pick up the filled jars and pour them into the middle jar.)

“They wanted to show God’s love to the people who needed help. So they gave some of what they had so that everyone could have something.
(Grab the center jar and pour an equal amount into all six empty jars.)

“They were showing love in a BIG way, weren’t they? They were their best because they did things God’s way.
“We do things God’s way when we love others and take care of others. We can show love to others by sharing our snack when a friend forgets his. We can give a hug when someone is sad. And we can obey our parents when they ask us to do things. When we take care of and love each other, we are definitely doing things God’s way—the best way! When are you your best? [Bottom Line] I’m my best when I do things God’s way. 
“When are you your best?”
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: [Bottom Line] “I’m my best when I do things God’s way.”
STORYTELLER: “Will you pray with me?
“Dear God, thank You for this very special group of people who shared what they had and loved one another. We know that’s how You want to us to live too, because Your way is the best way. We can love others with Your help. In Jesus’ name we pray, amen.”
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
